The band,
which was positioned on a walkway
specially erected for the purpose,
seemed to have a spell-binding effect
on the audience.

The proceedings of the convocation
began with recitation from the Holy
Quran by Dr Farooq Hassan, followed
by recitation of naats by Ms Hooria

Rafiq in her inimitable style.

In her welcome address, Ms Seema
Mughal, the Vice-Chancellor, highlighted
the achievements of
Greenwich University
since its inception in
1998. She pointed out
that “Greenwich
University has not
remained static: it has
grown, expanded, and
diversified — in tune
with the changing
needs of the times. In
this short span of time,
we have been able to
establish four addi-
tional faculties”™. Ms
Mughal went on to

Sattar Edhi has become a legend in
his life-time.

Todate, more than 300 Edhi Centers,

In a society which frowns at the very
mention of illegitimate births, Edhi
Homes have given a new lease of life
to all such unwanted babies. The inno-
vative concept of “Jhoolas™ (Cradles)
was indeed a brave, even defiant
attempt to give life to the unwanted
babies. Edhi Homes have also been
providing shelter to the orphans, the
widows, and even the social outcasts,
such as the drug addicts. Edhi Homes,
according to a modest estimate, pro-
vide shelter for more than 6,000 desti-
tute, while the Edhi dispensaries and
hospitals provide treatment to over
one million patients annually,
absolutely free of cost.

Prof Dr
Masood Hameed Khan, Vice-

Chancellor, Dow University of Health
Sciences, has achieved his present pos

tion through the courage of his convic-
tion, his untiring efforts, and total devo-
tion to his educational mission. Indeed,
he is a self-made person. who has ren-
dered pioneering services in the field of
medical education in Pakistan.

He completed his MBBS in 1978 from
Dow Medical College, followed by his
MCPS in 1981 and FCPS in 1983
from the College of Physicians and
Surgeons of Pakistan. Later, he was
awarded FRCP from Royal College of
Physicians. Edinburgh in 2000.

Prof Masood Hameed Khan started
his career in Medical Education in
1982, when he joined Chandka
Medical College, Larkana, as an
Assistant Professor. He was promoted
as Associate Professor in 1989, and as
Professor in March 1996.

In addition to being the editor of “The
Journal of College of Physicians and
Surgeons of Pakistan™, and “The
Journal of Anaesthesiology™. he is
also on the International Advisory
Board of “Medicine International™.

Prof Dr Masood Hameed Khan has

also authored books on various
aspects of Medicine, including
Applied Electrocardiography, and

Manual for Diabetes.

He has trained 54 FCPS students at
Dow Medical College and Jinnah
Hospital Karachi.

Prof Dr Masood Hameed Khan is an edu-
cationist with a vision: he is determined
to bring about a revolutionary change in
Pakistan’s health — care system. H

ROFESSOR RAFAT KARIM
Phas acquired international fame as
Pakistan’s leading Shakespearean

scholar during the last quarter of a cen-
tury. After completing his double

Masters, he joined the University of
Karachi as a Lecturer in English in 1972,
He was appointed Chairman of the
Department in 1997, Currently, he is the
senior most Professor of English at
Karachi University.

Professor Rafat Karim has the distine-
tion of producing the first Ph.D. in
English in the history of Karachi
University.

The University of Karachi nominated
Professor Rafat Karim for the award
of “The Best University Teacher” in
the year 2000, He is a member of The
International Shakespeare Association
and the Founding President of the
Shakespeare Association of Pakistan,
Prof Rafat Karim was elected to the
Executive Committee of the Australia
and New Zealand Shakespeare
Association at Adelaide in 1992, This
is a unigque honour for Pakistan, as
Prof Rafat Karim is the first, and so
far the only. Shakespearecan scholar
from Asia, to be appointed to this
prestigiously body.

In April 2001, Prof Rafat Karim was
appointed to the distinguished panel
of “The Shakespeare Quarterly™
which is published by the Folger
Shakespeare Library, Washington
D.C. Prof Rafat Karim is the first
Pakistani scholar to be appointed to
this prestigious Committee.

In 1997, he organized an international
conference on Shakespeare in Karachi —
the first ever in the history of Pakistan.
Professor Rafat Karim has the distinction
of producing the first Ph.D. in English in
the history of Karachi University.
