Saturday night, the group stayed overnight at the
Ramada Inn at the airport, and then travelled directly to
Santa Fe the next morning, stopping along the way at
Madrid, an artist community reminiscent of communi-
tarian settlements of the 1960's, and Cerrillos, a work-
ing class community that has not changed much since
the 1880's.

The participants toured historic Santa Fe, tracing through
its architecture the successive waves of immigration that
have left their mark on the character of the community
which culminated in discussions of Native American
history and culture with Jennifer Denetale, Professor,
American Studies, University of New Mexico.

The group also toured the cliff dwellings at Bandelier
National Monument, Santa Clara Pueblo, Espanola where
we had lunch at the Rancho de Chimayo restaurant. After
lunch we visited the El Santurario de Nuestro Sefior de
Esquipulas, a small church ascribed with miraculous heal-
ing powers that serves the local Spanish community in
Chimayo. Afterwards the “high road,” along the edge of
the Sangre Cristo Range, stopping briefly at Cordova and
Truchas, both small working class Spanish towns known
for their weaving industries were explored.

The main focus of this seminar was to create awareness
among ourselves and also among the concerned
authorities to bring changes in their examination system.
USA brought this change in the year 2001 when President
Bush passed the law of’” NO CHILD LEFT BEHIND” and it
is implemented ftill the post graduate levels. By
implementing this law, they saw a boost in the
self-esteem of students who thought of themselves as the
ones who can never attain good grades.

Prof. Dr. Shahida Sajjad, Dean, Faculty of Social Sciences

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To Be or Not to Be?

Theatre as an effective teaching tool
is being practiced successfully all
around Europe, the United States
and also a major part of the Indian
subcontinent. But syllabus-makers in
Pakistan have been unable to draw a
comprehensive strategically-created
program for the educational institu-
tions vis-a-vis theatre and the
performing arts are concerned. The
reasons are numerous and equally
puzzling. Most people | come across
blame cultural values. And that is
somehow a baffling notion to me,
because history in fact proves other-
wise.

A cursory study of the region indi-
cates that theatre specifically and
performing arts generally, have been
a part of the culture of the subconti-
nent for centuries (Albinia, 2008).
What do we categories as the works
of our Sufi saints, if not a very refined
form of theatre? With works of Shah
Abdul Latif Bhittai, Waris Shah, Mian
Mohammad and a host of other
luminaries, leading the world of
bards and minstrels, our villages used
to be rife with such activities as
nautanki, mandli, folk lore singing,
etc. And these produced great inter-
nationally renowned performers like
Alam Lohar, Tufail Niazi, Allan Faqir,
Faiz Mohammad Baloch, etc.

Culture is actually geographical and
cannot be tied down by any dogma
— religious or otherwise. It evolves
from the soil. It belongs to the land
and its denizens. Yes, conquerors,
invaders, rulers and the like might
leave their footprint but only those
will persist that are compatible with
the local culture. Any forced inclusion
will be thrown out at the first
opportunity.

So theatre and any kind of perform-
ing art is from within our soil and is
most certainly part of the cultural
fabric of the land. Having said that,
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Pakistan must introduce theatre in its
educational curriculum from the very
start. It is such a wide area of study
that like other subjects, it must be in-
troduced at the basic school level and
as in Europe and the Americas, it can
continue on till the degree level.

It might come as a surprise to most
that in this age, where freedom of
expression is the norm of the day and
it is more than evident by all that is
being aired and written on the
electronic media and newspapers
under its guise, theatre is being
treated as a step-child. If anyone
wants to stage a play in Pakistan, not
only do they require a no-objection
certificate (noc) from the relevant
authority (which has long since
become irrelevant) one also has to
face the despicable practice of getting
the script censored.

But on the brighter side, it is indeed
heartening to see that educational
institutions here, in their private
capacity at least, are waking up to the
realization of the importance of
theatre study. Quite a few seasoned
and trained theatre actors are now
directly involved with such endeav-
ors. Setting up the National Academy
for Performing Arts by non-other
than the unparalleled Zia Mohiyud-
din might have seemed like a small
step but it actually was a giant leap in
the right direction. The contribution
of a host of Western cultural institu-
tions like the Goethe Institute and
the Alliance Franchise in promoting
theatre in Pakistan cannot be ig-
nored. In fact, the first-ever children
theatre group in Pakistan was
launched by the Goethe Institute
Karachi back in the early 80s. It goes
by the name of Grips Theatre, a
branch of Grips Theatre Berlin. The
writer being the ambassador of Grips
Theatre of Berlin in Pakistan, has
been teaching theatre and music and
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its relevant subjects in different high
schools across the country and now
as the Head of the department Mass
Communication and Media Studies
doing the same at Greenwich Univer-
sity with marvelous results. Students
are not only learning about theatre
activities around the globe but their
political and social impact on society
as well.

It is high time that the theatre syl-
labus was supervised and developed
with the participation of prominent
theatre personalities of our country
under the supervision of the Higher
Education Commission. | can bet that
if given the opportunity, all theatre
folk will be more than willing to par-
ticipate. The leading institutions al-
ready having theatre personalities
as faculty, would love to collaborate
and work as a launch pad for pro-
moting theatre studies in Pakistan.

One must not forget the highly
enriching cultural and theatrical
contributions of great writers and
directors such as Khawaja Moinud-
din, Ali Ahmed, Kamal Ahmed Rizvi,
Shoaib Hashmi and a host of others,
and pass it on to our younger gener-
ations and keep our theatre culture
alive. A return of intellectually en-
lightened and confident youth, brim-
ming with grit and gumption is
promised to lead and represent the
country wherever they might be.

So the answer to Shakespeare is, ‘to
be’, all the way.

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Students of Mass Communication and Media Studies
department, both Graduate and Undergraduate Degree
Program visited ARY newsroom on July 24, 2016 along
with their Course Instructor, Syed Misbahuddin Qadri,
Assistant Professor, Mass Communication and Media
Studies Department, who has a diverse experience in the
media industry.

The excited young students witnessed the high-paced
working environment, from the assignment desk where
news is received in raw form to the news studio where
newscasters deliver it on the screen.

ARY Executive Producer, Mr. Siraj and ARY News Producer
Mr. Junaid accompanied the students during the visit and
informed about different procedures.

The students were also shown the online news system of
the television channel. The online system allows the re-
porter to file the news from anywhere and then subedi-
tors automatically receive the news piece to edit it. As
the news director approves the story, it is placed in the
rundown to be aired in the bulletin.

Furthermore, the students were told that once a news
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piece is received at the assignment desk, it is immediately
transferred to the ticker desk where the correspondents
write brief and concise tickers, which are shown on the
bottom strip of the news channel.

Mr. Misbahuddin Qadri briefed the students about the
switching and editing techniques. It was told that one has
to be sharper and stronger to deal with the pressure
while working in such a high-paced environment.

In the newsroom studio, newscasters Mr. Khalid and Ms.
Zara briefed the students about delivering the news on
screen. Mr. Khalid said that it requires a lot of practice to
train eyes to read the news on real time as there is no
margin to make any mistake since the news goes live, only
with a delay-time of three seconds. He also said that stu-
dents should work on their linguistic skills to be able to
deliver the news in a proper manner.

Along with learning about different newsroom tasks,
