Greenwich University (G U): What was the need
of establishing I Am Karachi when there are so
many similar organizations working for Karachi?

Ambareen Kazim Mian Thompson (A T) : Very
few organizations are working on countering
divisiveness, intolerance through neutral platforms
like culture, art, music, Talks and Sports — TAK is
using these multiple asocial, apolitical platforms to
bring people together, break down communal
divides that Karachi has seen in the last three
decades. Further very few cultural / creative oppor-
tunities are being provided to the city’s youth — 60%

of the entire population is under the age of 30 so not
providing them creative opportunities means we are
taking away employment opportunities (in the hun-
dreds of channels, film industry, music industry etc.)
but also their ability to think critically and creatively.
Everywhere else in the world education has moved
from STEM to STEAM as Arts is considered essen-
tial to all the sciences as well as technology, maths
and engineering.

A T: First of all, convincing people of the impor-
tance of including arts in their lives, in the syllabus
as without it we will create drones, not creative,
critical thinking young people. In the West the
concept of STEM has been related with STEAM as
they realize without creativity no new solutions or
inventions can come about. Secondly and most
importantly the lack of funding for arts, for music
for young people. If you ask a donor for funding for
a school or hospital people will give willingly
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but when you ask for funding for giving young
people a more rounded education and they will be
less forthcoming

G U: Do you find any difference amongst the youth
of Pakistan and the rest of the world with respect
to the response of Pakistani youth to your various
projects?

A T: Yes, Pakistani youth is immensely talented,
keen and enterprising but they lack opportunities,
platforms and face innumerable challenges. These
range from societal and parental restrictions, lack of
platforms for healthy narratives, public spaces and
the lack of platforms.

G U: How do you see your organization creating
change in the society?

A T: We work across 82 communities, many in
under resourced areas, largely with young people.
We give them the opportunity to engage in healthy
alternate narratives, the ability to express themselves
through music, art, culture, talks, sports, dialogue.
With a population that is 60% under 30’s the impor-
tance of these alternate narratives is very important.
It helps with the creative and critical development,
in many cases mental health is enhanced. Our ini-
tiatives most importantly break down communal, so-
cial and ethnic barriers.

G U: What is the procedure of joining your
organization?

A T: Its free and people can volunteer, partner with
us or just attend our initiatives. They simply follow

Uninterrupted Power to Karachi
—Syed Moonis Abdullah Alvi

Mr. Moonis Alvi was appointed
CEO of K-Electric in June 2018
and has more than 28 years of
diversified experience in the
finance industry, with a focus
towards  driving  operational
efficiencies, financial planning and
capital restructuring. Since join-
ing K-Electric in 2008, he has
served in various leadership roles
including as the company’s Chief
Officer,

Secretary and Head of Treasury and

Financial Company
has played an integral role in the
power utility’s transformation.
Being a Chartered Accountant by
profession, he is also a Fellow
member of the Institute of Chartered

Accountants of Pakistan.
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Mr. Alvi discussed in detail about the power landscape
and specifically discussed the challenges and opportu-
nities facing KE which is the country’s only privatized
and vertically integrated power utility, managing all 3
stages of generating, transmitting and distributing elec-
tricity to Karachi and adjoining areas of Dhabeji,
Gharo, Hub, Uthal, Winder, Bela. He addressed all
questions patiently while reaffirming that the power
utility remained committed to supplying uninterrupted
power to customers within its territory.

He stated that KE’s journey of transformation started 9
years ago following its privatization, and through
investment and better governance, the company has
seen a turn-around which has also contributed to the
economic development of the city. KE had suffered
annual losses between PKR 14 to 16 Billion up until
2012, when for the first time in 17 years, the power
utility declared a profit of PKR 2.6 Billion. The com-
pany has continued to strengthen its operations and
invest further in its capabilities and this cycle of rein-
vestment and improvement have allowed it to remain
profitable. Per their recent Annual Report 2016, the
company reported a profit of PKR 32.75 Billion. This
progress has been enabled by an investment-friendly
tariff which encouraged investment across the energy
value chain and emphasised efficient operations. This
tariff underpinned K-Electric’s robust business model
which prioritized customer-centricity and optimized
efficiency and resulted in 1,057 MW of generation
capacity being added, improved operational efficien-
cies across all business areas, reduced Transmission
& Distribution losses and upgradation of energy
infrastructure.

Since 2009 to date, investment of more than USD 2
Billion has been made in the company — as a result of
which the fleet efficiency has improved from 30% to
37.4% and T&D losses have been reduced from 35.8%
to around 22.2%. This has resulted in more than 70%
of Karachi now being load-shed exempt vs. 23% in
2009 and 100% exemption for industries. Thus over
the last 9 years, K-Electric has strengthened the relia-
bility of power supply to all residential, commercial
and industrial consumers.

When asked about how Mr. Alvi sees the prospects of
the power sector in the country, he responded, “I am
positive about the growth of the sector, but I will have
to say that this growth will come at a cost.”

He elaborated that electricity in Pakistan isn’t cheap if
compared to other parts of the world where power
generation is from cheaper sources. Historically
Pakistan’s cost of energy was lower due to a larger
share of hydel-power in the energy mix as well as
availability of indigenous gas. However with the
exponentially increased demand for power, our energy
mix has shifted towards thermal and simultaneously
the availability of cheaper indigenous gas has become
scarce.

To address this issue, Regasified-Liquified Natural Gas
(R-LNG) fueled power plants have been commissioned
in Punjab but these also are not cheap since the fuel is
imported. At the same time, coal is also being explored
as a fuel and efforts are being made to increase its
proportion in the fuel-mix. Currently, Pakistan’s power
production through coal averages around 8%,
compared to other countries which produce around
40% of their power through coal. Mr. Alvi highlighted
that if power generation from Thar Coal sources is
effectively harnessed then it will be a cost-effective
fuel source. There are also efforts to increase the share
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of renewable sources through solar and wind power
plants but these are also extremely expensive with
lower reliability and efficiencies. At the same time
dams are also in the pipeline which will help in lower-
ing cost of power production, however, these take time
to be implemented.

Mr. Alvi remained optimistic about Pakistan’s power
outlook stating, that given the ongoing investments in
the power sector, power availability should soon out-
pace demand. The only caveat is that investments
should continue to match demand growth so that power
supply and demand equilibrium is maintained.

Mr. Igbal Jamil, Assistant Professor, Greenwich Uni-
versity and a leading journalist asked about how K-
Electric responded to the challenge of power theft
which was an inherited issue. Responding to this Mr.
Alvi confidently stated, “K-Electric has made signifi-
cant progress in combatting the societal menace of
power theft. Where previously losses were hovering
around at 40% with very low recoveries in most area;
through use of technological interventions such as Aer-
ial Bundled Cables, community awareness and en-
gagement efforts under Project Ujala and large-scale
kunda removal efforts, we have successfully managed
to bring losses down to almost 22% with close to 100%
recovery in most areas.”

Mr. Alvi also mentioned KE’s policy of segmented

load-shed, which based on its success was made part
of the National Power Policy 2013 and now imple-

wivgreenwich.eduph @V[ffﬁﬂ
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mented across Pakistan. Per this policy, load-shedding
is connected to power theft and recoveries with areas
where power theft is low, being entirely exempted from
load-shed. As a result, there developed a social con-
sciousness about the menace of theft and its impact on
availability and reliability of power and has also re-
sulted in public support for elimination of illegal ab-
straction of power. This has enabled KE to drastically
reduce the theft in areas such as Lyari and Lines Area.

When asked if the problem of load-shedding or theft is
experienced primarily in industrial or residential areas,
Mr. Alvi replied that prior to 2009, load-shedding was
a universal problem, however the power utility decided
that in the interest of the economic progress of the city,
the industrial sectors should be exempt from load-shed.
At the same time, residential areas with low theft and
high recovery ratios were also exempted from load-
shed. Since this was a departure from the usual practice
of universal load-shed at the time, there was some ini-
tial resistance which was overcome by the merit of the
argument that customers who are fully paying their
bills deserve to receive uninterrupted power supply. As
mentioned earlier this practice has been made a part of
the National Power Policy 2013, which is another tes-
tament to its merit.

Talking about K-Electric’s future, he said that the
power utility needs to invest continuously across areas
of generation, transmission and distribution so as to
keep pace with Karachi which is growing by 4 — 5 %
per annum. Plans in the pipeline include a coal-fired
power plant, a 900 MW RMG RLNG fueled power
plant, a USD 450 Million transmission enhancement
project which will add 1000 MVA to KE’s transmis-
sion capability by March 2019 and other ongoing in-
vestments in distribution upgrades. Mr. Alvi mentioned
that nearly USD 1.5 billion is expected to be invested
over the next 1.5 to 2 years as part of a continuous
cycle of improvement.

Mr. Alvi was also asked about K-Electric’s transaction
and what made the power utility such an attractive in-
vestment for a regional energy player like Shanghai
Electric. According to him, there is tremendous un-
tapped potential in Karachi’s energy landscape that
Shanghai Electric can unlock through its commitment
of USD 9 billion investment, supplemented by its tech-
nological prowess and regional experience. He com-
pared Shanghai and Karachi which had similar
populations, yet Shanghai’s energy consumption was
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10 times that of Karachi.

Speaking about some of the challenges that the power
utility faces, which in addition to theft and recovery is-
sues also include unplanned developments and en-
croachment of power infrastructure, Mr. Alvi
mentioned that the megacity of Karachi is unique and
often the circumstances that are faced locally have no
parallel in other parts of the country. Despite this, K-
Electric continues to engage with communities across
all areas including Surjani, Orangi, North Karachi and
Lines Area and build stronger relationships with its
customers. The utility constantly strives to create
awareness about the collective societal responsibility
to combat theft and ensure sustainable growth which
benefits everyone and drives the city’s and in fact the
nation’s progress. Mr. Alvi also briefly touched upon
the circular debt challenge that the energy sector is fac-
ing and its resultant impact on cash management and
sustainable operations.

Mr. Alvi also talked about K-Electric’s effort towards
a smart grid solution which is a transformative techno-
logical development taking place across the world. At
the same time he also clarified that the taxes and fees
applied in customer electricity bills are as per govern-
ment directive and are only collected by KE on behalf
of the government and deposited with the national ex-
chequer directly.

A key driver of K-Electric’s business transformation
has been its people transformation strategy which
stressed the recruitment of skilled and talented engi-

neers and business managers. The utility today has over
10,500 employees and is harnessing the strength of a
diverse and talented workforce to take the organisation
to the next level.

Mr. Moonis Alvi concluded by saying that as patriotic
Pakistanis it is our individual responsibility to con-
tribute to the progress of our country. He stressed aus-
terity and stated we must strive towards better
management of our spending, savings and income. He
also emphasised individual responsibility for safety and
energy conservation while highlighting that K-Electric
actively advocates both these areas and has educated
thousands of consumers through its outreach programs
